@ Reference both the factory service manual for the vehicle and the installation manual for the
kit when removing and installing factory parts.

@® The engine may need to be removed or modified in order to install this kit. Make sure to
thoroughly read this manual beforehand and are prepared for the scope of the necessary
work before starting.

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1. Before Installation

@Refer to the vehicle’s factory service manual when removing the transmission, factory clutch, and flywheel.
@®Removal of the transmission must be done by more than 2 people using the transmission jack.

Required Tools for Installation
mFull set of tool for vehicle maintenance.

mSpecial Tool:
Crankshaft Stopper: Subaru Genuine Part Number 498497100 or an equivalent
Clutch Disk Guide: Subaru Genuine Part Number 499747100 or an equivalent

mOil/Grease
FX2200 Clutch Grease or an equivalent
Uni-Loob#2 or an equivalent

2. Removal of Factory Parts
@Disconnect the negative terminal from the battery.
@Refer to the factory service manual to remove the factory transmission and clutch.
NOTE
@It is recommended to replace the removed release bearing with a new one.
When reusing the removed bearing, rotate it to the right and left side to make sure it moves smoothly
without making a rattling and/or unusual noise.

@®Remove the orifice from the release cylinder. (Refer to the procedures below.)

The orifice is installed to the factory release cylinder to make a half-clutch state. However, this orifice disturbs
quick and accurate motion. Remove the orifice by following the procedures described below:

(1) Remove the orifice unit located by the release cylinder.
(Dia.2-1) Release Cylinder

(2) Remove the plug from the orifice unit. (Dia.2-2)

(3) Remove 2 springs and 2 plastic pistons from the orifice unit.
(Dia.2-2)

Orifice Unit

NOTE Dia.2-1

@ The following models’ release cylinder is integrated with the

orifice unit: VAB, GDB (after minor change), GRB, and GVB.

Remove the plug from the release cylinder, and then remove
the orifice, plastic collar, and spring.

(4) Reinstall the plug to its original position.

T=35~45 (3.6~4.6)

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3. Installation of the Kit Parts

@®Replace the consumable parts if necessary. Refer to the factory service manual to replace the parts.

(1) Installation of Pilot Bearing

Press fit the pilot bearing to the flywheel using a
press until the height of the bearing is equal to the height
of the flywheel bolt’s installation surface. (Dia.3-1)

NOTE Pilot Bearing

@Push the periphery of the bearing using an exclusive
tool or 27mm socket.

(2) Installation of Flywheel

Tighten the bolts in diagonal order as shown in Diagram
3-2 to the tightening torque specified below:
Tightening Torque N - m (kgf - m)
T=66~77 (6.8~7.9)

NOTE

@®When tightening the flywheel, apply engine oil to the
thread and flange of the flywheel bolt.

(3) Applying Grease
Apply the grease or equivalent to spline of the
transmission’s main drive shaft.
Put the provided clutch disk assembly to the spline,
and move it back and forth to get an even coat of grease.
Apply the grease inside the release bearing. (Dia.3-3)

NOTE
@Clean the spline of the transmission’s main shaft using a
Wire brush before applying grease.
@ Make sure there are no damage and/or distortion on the
spline of the main drive shaft.
@ Wipe off excess grease around the disk and spline of the
main drive shaft after getting an even coat.
@ Refer to the factory service manual when installing the
release fork. Spline of the transmission’s main drive shaft
(4) Degreasing Dia.3-3
Degrease the surface of the flywheel and friction surface '
of the center plate and pressure plate.
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(5) Installation of Clutch Disk Assembly and Clutch Cover Assembly

Align the balance match mark on the clutch disk

assembly and flywheel. Install the clutch disk Bolts(x6) Clutch Disk Assy
assembly and clutch cover assembly using the clutch
cover bolts.

Make sure the spline boss convex side of the clutch
disk assembly faces toward the transmission. (Dia.3-4)

NOTE
@ The balance match marks are on the clutch cover
assembly and flywheel.

Align the clutch disk assembly to the center position using @
the clutch disk guide. /

After temporarily tighten the clutch cover bolts in diagonal
order as shown in Diagram 3-5, re-tighten the bolts to the
tightening torque specified below:

Tightening Torque N = m (kgf - m)

T=27~33(2.8~3.3)

NOTE

@ Do not tighten the bolts at once. Tighten them in several
times.

@ While tightening bolts, sometimes move the clutch disk
guide back and forth to make sure the clutch disk assembly
is in proper position.

4. Reinstallation of Removed Factory Parts

(1) Reinstall the transmission refereeing to the factory service manual.
Make sure all components are installed properly and there is no damage on the parts. Adjust the clutch
pedal position if necessary.

(2) Bleed air from the clutch line.

NOTE
@From the following models, air cannot be bled easily: VAB ,GDB (after minor change), GRB, and GVB,
Remove the release cylinder, hold the piston so it does not come out, and bleed air while changing the
direction of the release cylinder.
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5. Inspection of Clutch Disk Assembly & Clutch Cover Assembly

When overhauling the clutch, make sure the following points:

@ Clutch Disk Assembly

Measure the height from the clutch disk face to the groove

bottom. (Dia.5-1)

Height Limit: 0.3mm 0. 3mm
* Even if the height is within the limit, slippage may occur due to

distortion of the clutch cover assembly or flywheel. If slippage

occurs, replace the clutch kit assembly.

@®Pressure Plate - Center Plate
If any distortion, extreme discoloration, scratch, and/or uneven
abrasion of the pressure plate or center plate are noticed,
replace the plate with a new one.

Measure the inside and outside of the plate’s friction surface. Dia.5-1

If the difference between the two extreme values is greater than
the value below, replace the plate with a new one.

Recommended value to replace the plate: 0.3mm

@Flywheel
When the flywheel is damaged, discolored excessively, and/or became worn unevenly, replace the flywheel.

NOTE
@®When clutch slippage occurred, the clutch disk assembly and clutch cover assembly must be replaced
together.
@®When the clutch disk assembly reached its abrasion limit, the clutch disk assembly and clutch cover
assembly must be replaced together.
@ The clutch disk assembly can be overhauled only once. Replace the clutch kit once the disk is overhauled.

e\When any unusual symptom (slippage or noise) is noticed, the clutch must be inspected.
If the clutch disk is used beyond the designated period of time, it may cause damage to the clutch disk
assembly.

@® Do not raise the engine RPM right after the engine is started. (Letitidle.)
(1) Check the following before starting the engine:

Make sure pipes and hoses are routed and connected correctly.

Make sure hoses are not twisted or bent.

Make sure hose clamps are tightened.

Make sure all bolts and nuts are tightened.

Make sure all installed components do not come in contact with any other parts.
Make sure all installed parts are properly secured.

Make sure the negative cable terminal is securely attached to the battery.

Make sure the engine oil level is between H - L.

Make sure oil, coolant, and/or fuel are not leaking.

(2) Start the engine and check the following:

Make sure air is not leaking.

Make sure oil, coolant, and/or fuel are not leaking.

Make sure the RPM rises smoothly after revving the engine 2-3 times while in neutral.

Make sure the installed parts do not come in contact with any other parts.

Make sure the installed parts are performing properly. (Confirm visually and use the proper tools.)

(3) Stop the engine and check the following:

Make sure all bolts and nuts are tightened.

Make sure all installed components do not come in contact with any other parts.
Make sure all installed parts are properly secured.

Make sure the engine oil level is between H - L.

Make sure air is not leaking.

Make sure oil, coolant, and/or fuel are not leaking.

(4) While driving the vehicle check the following:

Make sure the RPM rises smoothly after revving the engine 2-3 times while in neutral.

Make sure the installed parts do not come in contact with any other parts.

Make sure the installed parts are performing properly. (Confirm visually and use the proper tools.)
Make sure the boost is maintained at the designated value.
