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3. Installation of stock parts

(1) Cut off the diagonal part as shown in the figure. (Figure 3-1)

(2) Perform the installation work of the stock parts in the
reverse procedure [(9) — (4) — (3) — (2) — (1)] in the
reverse procedure of removing the stock parts.

4. Post-installation confirmation

After the installation work is completed, be sure to check according to the "Post-Installation Check" in the
instruction manual.

5. Air bleed work of power steering fluid

(1) With the engine stopped, lock the steering wheel slowly do a few locks.
* This is done while replenishing the oil reservoir so that it does not run out.

(2) Start the engine without stepping on the accelerator pedal and let it sit for a few minutes.

(3) At an engine speed of 1000 rpm or less, repeat the steering wheel lock-to-lock several times.
(4) Check that there is no foaming or cloudiness of the fluid from the mouth of the oil reservoir.
(5)

5) If the inspection result in (4) is poor, stop the engine and leave it until the foaming and cloudiness of the
fluid disappears from the mouth of the oil reservoir, and then perform the work (2) ~ (4).
