® The product is developed for adjusting the valve timing purpose and for competitive use in a
closed circuit. Especially for sports driving in a closed circuit is highly effective. There is no need to
apply for modification if the vehicle installed with this kit is used only for competitive purposes.

The vehicle, with modifications such as capacity changes, part replacements or attachments, and
tuning, requires checking to determine whether it meets Japanese car inspection standards,
depending on the modifications made. Please apply for modification if necessary.

When matching the scale on the outer pulley to the center, the valve timing is in the same position
as stock.

The one increment of the inner cam pulley is equivalent to approx. 2 degrees of crank angle.

The adjustment range of this product is plus or minus 20 degrees of crank angle.

Read the manufacturer's maintenance instructions carefully before installing or removing factory
parts. If you do not have the maintenance manual, please purchase it from the manufacturer.
Be careful when handling this product; avoid dropping or subjecting it to excessive impacts. Failure
to do so may result in product damage or improper installation.
Ensure to tighten each nut and bolt with the proper tool. Over-tighten may cause damage to the
thread of the bolt.
Use the appropriate oil for the vehicle when refilling the oil. Do not confuse the oil for gasoline or
diesel engine. Use NA oil (non-turbo oil) for NA cars (non-turbo cars) and turbo oil for turbo cars.
Store temporarily removed factory parts for installation work in order not to damage or loss. Mark the
factory parts to be removed to avoid installing them by mistake.

Anodize may be changed in color by the engine oil or heat.

Repeated angle adjustments may cause color fading or scratching to the contacting part of the bolt.
If the scale gets dirty, wipe it with a cloth or wash it.

Be careful with the wear on the tooth portion and belt if using the cam pulley in an exposed state
without the belt cover.

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INSTALLATION

1. Removal of Factory Parts

Remove the factory parts referring to the factory service manual.

2. Installation of SLIDE CAM PULLEY

2-1. Ensure that the center of the scale of the inner cam pulley
and the mark position of the outer cam pulley match the
position before installation. (Fig.1)

2-2. Check the tightening torque for the angle adjustment bolt.

Tightening torque T=8Nm (0.8kgfm)

2.3 Align the position of the key and keyway. Attach the slide cam pulley to the camshaft, then tighten

the mounting bolt.

B16: Tightening torque T=50Nm (5.1kgfm)
B18: Tightening torque T=56Nm (5.7kgfm)

3. Installation of Timing Belt

3-1. Set the timing belt drive pulley and the slide cam pulley
as follows, before installing the timing belt.

A) Align the drive pulley to a compression top dead
center of the No.1 cylinder.
* Align the groove of the drive pulley to the triangle
mark on the oil pump.

B) Align the intake and exhaust slide cam pulley to a
compression top dead center of the No.1 cylinder.
* Set the pully so that the HKS logo can be visible.
Align the mark on the intake and exhaust pulley.

3-2. Attach the timing belt according to the following steps.

1) Timing belt drive pulley
2) Adjust pulley

3) Water pump pulley

4) Intake slide cam pulley
5) Exhaust slide cam pulley

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3.3 Arrange the timing belt by rotating the crankshaft 5 to 6 times after loosening the adjust pulley
mounting bolt and tensing the belt.

3.4 Tighten the adjust pulley mounting bolt.
Tightening torque T=54Nm (5.5kgfm)

3.5 Ensure the position of each mark on the slide cam pulley and the crankshaft are matching.

/\ CAUTION

e Do not replace the angle adjustment bolt with any other bolt except for the provided one.
» The engine may be broken due to the breakage of the inner cam pulley etc.

e Ensure that the valve, piston, and among valves do not contact in.

e Check the tension of the timing belt.

e If sliding the outer pulley to the direction A (advance), the valve timing goes to an advanced angle.
If sliding it to the R direction (retard), the valve timing is delayed. (Fig. 4)

e After adjusting the valve timing, tighten the angle adjustment bolts to the specified torque.

Confirmation after Installation

(1) Check the following before starting the engine:

- Make sure pipes and hoses are routed and connected correctly.

« Make sure hoses are not twisted or bent.

- Make sure the negative cable terminal is securely attached to the battery.

- Make sure the level gauge for the engine oil is between H (F) and L.

= Make sure all bolts and nuts are tightened.

- Make sure all installed components do not come in contact with other parts.

(2) Start the engine and check the following:
*Do not raise the engine RPM when the engine reaches the normal operation temperature. (Let it

idle.)

- Make sure oil is not leaking.

- Make sure air is not leaking.

- Make sure fuel, traction oil, coolant, and air are not leaking after revving the engine 2-3 times while
in neutral.

- Make sure the installed parts are not hitting each other.

- Make sure the level gauge for the engine oil is between H (F) and L.

MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance is necessary to maintain the safety, reliability, and function of the product.
Maintenance is the responsibility of the driver/owner.

- If work needs to be performed outside the scope of this manual, consult a professional.

* In order to maintain the performance of the kit, routine filter replacement is necessary.
Recommended replacement intervals: Every 3,000-5,000km/2,000-3,200miles or every 3-6months.

- When upgrading spark plugs, choose the appropriate heat range applicable to the engine. Consult a
professional for more details.

= For optimal performance, it is recommended to replace the engine oil every 3,000km or every 6
months.
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ATTENTION

« ldling must be done before driving the vehicle.

- Avoid rapid acceleration or idling the engine if the engine is cold.
Avoid excessive idling even after the engine temperature is high. Overload will be applied to the
engine.

TROUBLESHOOTING

/\ WARNING

e Do not start the engine when oil and water leakage is found.
» Explain the source of the leak to a professional and have the repairs performed by a professional.
* If oil leakage is serious, ask a professional how to temporarily repair and conduct the repair by
yourself to prevent further damage.
+ Always follow the instructions given by a professional. If neglected, oil leakage can lead to a
vehicle fire.
e Stop driving if you experience an abnormal drop in oil pressure; oil may be leaked. Do not restart the
engine if the oil is leaking.

+ If the vehicle gets damaged, have the repairs performed by a professional.
» If you experience any abnormal noises, scents, or vibrations from the vehicle while driving,
reference the factory service manual.
