PAINTING PROCEDURE

During painting follow the below instructions to prevent the cracks or breaks.
- Temporary fit the kit parts before installation and painting to check. HKS is not responsible for any modified or painted
parts and doesn’t accept return.

- Prepare surface before painting. (clean and degrease, prime, paint etc.)
1) Using silicone remover or acetone to degrease the product surface from remaining wax or silicone.
2) Sand the surface, remove scratches by sandpaper (#240 to #400).
3) Degrease again by silicone remover or acetone and dry-wipe.
4) Prime.
5) After applying a primer, sand the surface again with sandpaper (#320 or higher)

- Check the pinholes on the surface and treat them if necessary.

- Dry at ambient temperatures. If forcibly drying, the temperature must be below 50°C/122°F.

- For other materials or tools, follow the instructions according to each manufacturer.

@ Each vehicle may have a variation in gap between body parts. Temporary fit the kit parts before installation and paint-
ing to check. HKS is not responsible for any modified or painted parts and doesn’t accept return.

Double-sided tape , gap molding and rubber molding

@ Degrease the sticking part with white gas or isopropyl alcohol (IPA). If you do not degrease it properly, the
double-sided tape will come off easily.

In that case,
warm the pasted part before use.

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INSTALLATION

The following procedure refers to the left side of the vehicle.
The same procedure is required for the right side as well.

(1) Install the barge panel to the front bumper spoiler with M5-15 tamper proof button head bolts and M5 flange nuts. (Dia. 1)
Apply a screw locking agent (LOCTITE243 equivalent) to the threaded part of the tamper proof button bolts.

When installing, turn the flange nuts instead of the tamper proof button bolts to secure the unit to protect the paint.

ADVICE:

If you are concerned about the gap between the front bumper spoiler and the barge panel, cut the gap molding to an

appropriate length and attach it. (Dia. 1)

(2) Remove 8 screws from the bottom of the front bumper.

(Dia. 2) (The screws will be reused.)

(3) Temporarily install the front bumper spoiler to the front

bumper using screws removed in (2). (Dia. 3) T FRONT

(4) Make seven 7mm holes in the factory front bumper at the
hole positions of the front bumper spoiler. (Dia. 3)

(5) Remove the front bumper spoiler.

(6) Remove the engine under cover ASSY No.1. (Dia. 4)

(7) Remove the front bumper absorber LWR. (Dia. 5)

(8) Degrease the area where the rubber molding and double-sided tape is to be attached, and attach the rubber molding and
double-sided tape to the the front bumper spoiler. (Dia. 6)
Cut and use with reference to diagram 6.

(9) Install the front bumper spoiler to the front bumper. (Dia. 7)

1) Release the double-sided tape peel off the edge of
the paper a little, expose it to the outer surface of the \\ //
front spoiler, and fix it with masking tape.

2) Degrease the area where the double-sided tape is to ﬁo\f
be attached.

3) Apply the front bumper spoiler to the front bumper and
adjust the front, back, left and right positions.

(10) Secure the front bumper spoiler to the factory front bumper with suplied M6-20 bolts and M6 flange nuts in the hole drilled
in (4). (Dia. 8)
Apply a screw locking agent (LOCTITE243 equivalent) to the threaded part of the bolts.

(11) Reinstall the front bumper absorber LWR and engine under cover ASSY No.1, while installing the front spoiler using the
factory screws. (Dia. 9)

(12) Release the double-sided tape gently peel off the paper
so that it does not break, and then attach the double-
sided tape while pressing the front bumper spoiler so that
it does not float.

(13) Check the mounting condition and check for any floating
or rattling.

(14) Degrease the area where the emblem is to be attached,
and attach emblem as you like. (Dia. 10)
The recommended position is shown in diagram 10.

e Make sure all bolts and nuts are tightened.
e Make sure all installed components do not come in contact with other parts.

(2) Start the engine and check the following:
e Make sure the installed parts are not hitting each other.
e Make sure there are no issues idling.
e Make sure there are no loose parts after the engine is stopped.
